The Government has a scheme to assist
designated student groups in financing
the purchase a laptop computer to
support them in their studies. This
scheme provides a three thousand
rupees (SR 3,000.00) contribution
towards the purchase price of a
laptop of the students’ choice. The
scheme excludes the purchase

pleted form to DICT. In the case of installment pay-
ments a copy of the purchase contract, the letter
from the supplier and the completed form has to be
submitted.

Once approved, DICT will contact the student and
will issue a cheque for SR 3,000.00 in favor of the
supplier or provide a receipt / advisory note of the
bank transfer to the supplier (within a week).
Student goes to collect the laptop from the supplier
with the cheque/receipt of bank transfer and the
receipt of the payment already made.
